Some of the exciting things that students can be involved in
once learning an instrument are the school Symphonic Winds
Band, Concert Band, Clarinet Choir, Flute Ensemble, Brass
Ensemble, String Orchestra, High Tea, Music on the Lawn,
Music Camp, Eisteddfods and competitions, AMEB exams and
Music Tour. The school music program allows students to
further enhance their learning and perform at a variety of school
functions and community events.
